Who Training is for? 


Programs working with children including: family/domestic violence services, child protection,  Aboriginal & Torres Strait Island  workers, child-carers, counsellors, child support workers, foster carers, teachers, TAFE teachers,  police,  AOD/Mental Health, , MRC & Health services.   The training is an introduction to family violence and the impact of violence on children witnessing violence, how to ‘listen to the voices of children’ and utilizing the resources in the kit to enable workers to engage with children in ‘activity based play’.   Participants each receive a training kit with  brochures, posters, Duluth Wheels,  2 DVD’s  (Not in my House & Safe from the Start clips) and USB pen with Powerpoint presentation,  research reports and training resources to enable training attendees to conduct the Safe from the Start training in their own workplace, with other services or in the wider community.
