Courage, where do people get it from? What gives people the courage to get into a
plane and defy gravity, or to go at breakneck speeds in a vehicle down a drag strip?
It's faith or a belief. A faith in the pilot and belief the plane can do what its designed
to do. Faith in your abilities to control a vehicle at speed and a belief it has been
engineered properly. In short faith in man’s abilities.

There is another kind of courage that comes from the faith in things unseen, to go
and do what seems impossible, to step out when you feel everyone, and everything
is against you. In the book of Judges, we meet a man called Gideon, who as Gideon
puts it ‘My clan is the weakest in the whole tribe of Manasseh, and | am the least in
my entire family’. Yet the Lord approaches him and asks him to just go out with his
army and rescue Israel from the Midianites, who have been terrorising them for years.
Just to make things interesting God also whittles Gideons army down to a force of
300 men from an initial 30,000, to defeat an experienced fighting force of thousands.
Why? So the Israelites couldn’t boast in their own strength when the victory was
won. The Lord then said to Gideon if you are still afraid to attack, just sneak into the
Midianite camp and hear what’s being said. Gideon must of been afraid for this is
what he did. Gideon heard that the Midianites knew that ‘God had given Gideon ..
victory over Midian and all its allies’. Gideon bowed before the Lord, he now had the
courage to go to war.

What was it that gave Gideon the courage to go against insurmountable odds? To
face certain defeat and humiliation and possible retaliation against his whole tribe? It
was his relationship with God. It was his faith and belief that God would keep his
promises, God would keep his word.

What about you? What do you do when God asks you, as we would term it today, to
step out of your comfort zone. To face possible defeat, humiliation, and retaliation.
Would you rather an army of 30,000 men or 300. How’s your relationship with God?
How’s your faith and belief in Gods promises and word? What gives you courage to
