As a result of the Safe from the Start action research study, a kit of therapeutic resources was developed for use by family violence services, child protection staff, counsellors, family and children’s services workers as well as parents with young children who have witnessed or been exposed to family violence, abuse or trauma, including recommendations on methods of best practice when working with children from these circumstances.
