The Brisbane Stations of the Cross is a 
pilgrimage walk across the city with 14 stations 
in churches and community spaces.  Based 
upon the stations from St Pierre de Chartreuse, 
France, it includes paintings based upon the 
Via Dolorsa, the way of the cross.  Join with 
other believers for the afternoon walk, stopping 
for reflective reading of the Scriptures and 
prayers as we trace the story of Easter in our 
place and time.

John’s Cathedral upper room and concluding 
near the empty tomb at St Stephen’s Cathedral.
