Self  Denial   Week 3: Georgia  - Youth  
In Georgia, after the death of his mother, Georgi speaks 
of the way The Salvation Army “stepped in at a very dark 
time of my life. They made me feel I was not alone. They 
became my family and my saving grace.” In the face of 
high levels of unemployment and uncertainty, young 
people are especially vulnerable and often question 
their sense of worth and value.
